“Extraordinary Measures for Extraordinary Times” 

 
Pastor Toby Slough (interesting last name) did something extraordinary, something he 
had never done before according to his congregation.  In light of the difficult times and in 
spite of low offerings, he encouraged people to not only make offerings but to take out of 
the offering plate what they needed to pay bills for the week ahead.  Maybe this is not the 
right step for every congregation, but it does point to the need to consider extraordinary 
measures for these extraordinary times that we are facing.  (This story came from Brian 
Lee in his Council devotion on December 15.) 
 

Some have lost jobs that they have had for a decade or more.  Others find their businesses 
not prospering as they once did.  There are fewer jobs, less income, mortgages and credit 
cards that we don’t have money to cover, and less Christmas under our tree.  These are 
extraordinary times.  What extraordinary measures will we at SCC take to meet the needs 
of God’s family in these times? 
 

First, remember the early church’s solution to the needs in their midst.  There was a 
radical sharing of all possessions.  Acts 4:32 All the believers were one in heart and 
mind. No one claimed that any of his possessions was his own, but they shared 
everything they had. 33 With great power the apostles continued to testify to the 
resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and much grace was upon them all. 34 There were no 
needy persons among them. For from time to time those who owned lands or houses sold 
them, brought the money from the sales 35 and put it at the apostles' feet, and it was 
distributed to anyone as he had need.  
 

Secondly, be aware of the motivation behind this giving: 1 John 3:17 If anyone has 
material possessions and sees his brother in need but has no pity on him, how can the 
love of God be in him? 18 Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with 
actions and in truth.  The motivation in God’s people is LOVE which causes them to 
willingly share to meet the needs of others. 
 
Thirdly, keep in mind the reward of such extraordinary sharing.  It is a principle of 
serving that may be stated like this: as you share with others, God shares with you.  It is 
related to the principle of sowing and reaping found in 2 Cor. 9:6-7  Remember this: 
Whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and whoever sows generously will also reap 
generously. Each man should give what he has decided in his heart to give, not reluctantly or 
under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver. And God is able to make all grace abound to 



you, so that in all things at all times, having all that you need, you will abound in every good 
work."  
 
So, we as the elders of SCC have established a fund from which to assist the needs of the family 
of God.  This is our way of taking out of the offering plate what is needed to live.  We welcome 
gifts to this fund, and it will be used only for this purpose.  It is heart and soul of who we are as 
Christians to meet the needs of God’s people.  
 
The fifth thing that we would have you to know is that we established a way of accessing this fund 
and making a need known.  On the page to follow is a “Ministry of Helps Request” form.  This is 
only for the elders eyes to inform us of the needs and how we can appropriate resources to help.  
This is for folks in our church but also for needs beyond our doors. 
 
This brings us to a sixth point – through Boxes of Love, we are trying to serve known needs in our 
community at Thanksgiving and Christmas … and beyond these times.  We see this as what 
Jesus wants us to do.  We greatly appreciate the heart of this congregation to give and visibly 
touch those in need. 
 
Finally, we have set aside the last two days of 2009 as a time for seeking God and asking His 
mercy on the next year.  For those who can participate these days are days of fasting and prayer.  
Perhaps, you could fast one of the days or one meal to seek God.  We ask you to pray that God 
would enable us to meet the needs of His people and to be good stewards of the resources He 
provides. 
 
For Cross Timbers Community in Argyle, Texas, they discovered that on the Sunday they 
invited people to take money out of the plate that more came in than any time in the 
history of the church.  The more we give, the more we have (this is the way God’s 
economy works).  Furthermore, over the next two months, Cross Timbers gave away 
more than $500,000.  In economically lean times, God opened the faucets of giving.  
Extraordinary measures in extraordinary times releases God to do what only He can.  
Okay, “pass the plate.”

The Year 2009 -- Best of Times 
for Design Theorists,  
the Worst of Times for 

Darwinists… 
 

 
 

When I was asked by the college where I teach to write a magazine article on the 
“Darwin Bicentennial Year” of 2009, I chose the theme “It was the best of times; it was the worst 
of times.”  Of course, I was borrowing the opening sentence of Charles Dickens’s famous novel, 
A Tale of Two Cities.  In the opening of the novel, Dickens makes it clear that the French 
aristocracy (in the beginning of the book) were awash in luxury and ease—the best of times—
while the masses in Paris slid ever deeper into miserable poverty—the worst of times.  

 
I see the situation in the creation/evolution debate today as pretty well captured in that 

memorable line.  On the Darwin side of things, we see the odd combo of “best-yet-worst.”  If I 
were a Darwinist, the “best” would be seen in the huge celebrations of 2009 as Darwin’s 200th 
birthday in February (the same day as Abraham Lincoln’s 200th birthday!).   continued

Countless books and articles were written, movies were produced and conferences were 
held. Then, a second cycle of parties and festivities cranked up in late November as Darwin’s 
earth-shaking book Origin of Species turned 150 (oddly enough, the same week  A Tale of Two 
Cities turned 150!).  

 
Also, Darwinists would count in the “best of times” side of the ledger two things:  (1) the 

total acceptance and promotion of Darwinism by public universities and media, and (2) the 
aggressive and expanding application of Darwinian ideas to other areas, such as the “evolution of 
behavior”—now called by such names as “sociobiology” or “evolutionary psychology.”   

 
On the other side of Darwinism’s ledger, I would say (as a Darwin-critic) that the “worst 

of times” list is extensive, and grows each week.  I was shocked in February when scholars said 
“Darwin’s evolutionary tree is being cut down” and “quietly laid to rest.” From study of bacterial 
DNA, they determined that Darwin’s tree trunk is scrambled.  It is now a chaos of networking 
tendrils—like a mangrove in a Florida estuary.   

 
Two Darwinian headaches were highlighted by new publications in 2009. First, the 

embarrassment of the fossil record, especially the notorious “Cambrian explosion,” is worsening 
for Darwin, and this is now being highlighted by the brilliant film, Darwin’s Dilemma, released in 
September.  Second, from what scientists know about the inner workings of DNA, RNA and 
proteins, the theory that the “the first cell self-organized or arose by chance” (in a chemical pond 
or anywhere else) without the participation of some guiding intelligence seems to be in a state of 
steep decline, if not total collapse.  This theory looks more and more like a Mother Goose fairy 
tale.  To explain the theory’s downfall, we have a new bombshell book from Steve Meyer.   His 
masterful work--Signature in the Cell: DNA and the Evidence of Intelligent Design—was named 
by Britain’s secular Times Literary Supplement as one of the top books of 2009. 

 
For our ministry in the C. S. Lewis Society, the year past was our “best of times”--a 

marvelous year as we reached out in the US and Europe.  This was the second year that both of us 
have worked full time in the ministry.  (Tom still teaches apologetics part time at Trinity College 
and Southeastern Seminary.)  We were able to do evangelism and teach students on university 
campuses as diverse as an engineering university in Guatemala and Tom’s alma mater, Princeton 
University.  Tom trained Christian evangelists and missionaries from some twenty different 
countries in two trips to Europe.  Tom spoke with national talk show host Michael Medved and 
science scholar Steve Fuller to a standing room only crowd at the University of South Florida.  
The tape of that event-- “Darwin’s Legacy: The Hidden Story” – will be aired nationwide on the 
internet in coming weeks! (We’ll share the time slots.)   continued

In our August trip to Guatemala, Normandy gave three Powerpoint talks entitled 

“Creation and Creatures,” “Noah’s Flood,” and “The World of Dinosaurs” to several hundred 
students.  Many of these prayed to receive Christ as Savior.  Meanwhile, Tom did Powerpoint-
dramas with six adult actors. Youth assemblies in public schools and a local university roared 
with delight as skits sprinkled with comedy illustrated the turning points in the science-faith 
debate.   When the gospel was presented in one public school, about 200 indicated a decision to 
trust Christ!  Another sowing-and-reaping experience came in November as Normandy served on 
the evangelism team that went to Zacapa, Guatemala.  Again, hundreds came to faith during this 
effort—praise the Lord! 

 
We see 2010 as having wonderful potential.  We plan to host an event called “Signature 

in the Cell:  DNA and Evidence for Intelligent Design.”  Joining Tom once again is Michael 
Medved; Steve Meyer will join us from Seattle, while David Berlinski (author of The Devil’s 
Delusion) comes from Paris to speak.  We invite the SCC family to join us…caravan down the 
afternoon of Thursday, January 28th for the 7 pm event!  You must purchase tickets in advance at 
bayword.com to insure seating.  Hundreds were turned away at our event last year, as seats were 
sold out before the event began. 

 
We thank our brothers and sisters at Switzerland Community Church for helping support 

us through a great year, and remaining faithful for 23 years!  In youth lingo, you are “awesome”!
