Living Waters Preschool & Kindergarten           School News February 2010 
 

Enrollment has gone very well this year.  Classes are mostly full and we are thankful for 
that!  Registration is on-going for 2010-2011.  Please call the preschool office for 
openings at 287-2883. 

Here is a recap of what Ms. Joan presented to the congregation on Jan. 24th.  

In 2009 we provided Bible based early education to 146 children. We are teaching 
children to Think L ike Jesus Thinks!  We presented the gospel to the parents at each of 
our special programs-- thanks to our church leaders for facilitating that! Over two nights 
more than 500 people came to hear the gospel and watch our children present the 
Christmas story. It is not often that we have standing room only at a preschool event! 

There were many opportunities to minister to the families this past year.  We had the 
death of a student’s father and others in medical crisis. We have had two students already 
undergo serious surgery.  We have provided meals after hospital stays, waived some 
tuition for struggling families and we have helped raise money for a student’s upcoming 
heart surgery. 

Our staff has experienced the same adversity as our families: we have unemployed 
spouses, one staff member had a heart attack and another had serious surgery. Others 
have had deaths in their families.  

Living Waters was able to break even for the 2008-2009 year in spite of state budget cuts 
which reduced the amount of VPK tuition payments to the school. To remain financially 
responsible, the board established a budget that should produce a small profit this school 
year.  To do that they cut the hours of the administrators, eliminated a position, increased 
class sizes in six classes, and gave teachers tight classroom budgets.   

It would be easy to be discouraged, but we know that God is with us so we trust in Him 
to provide all that we need.   BUT … we really need YOU to pray for this ministry!

Five year old Ian Middleton will have open heart aortic valve replacement surgery the 
week of Feb. 16th. Please pray for him and his family. 

We intend to remain financially stable in the face of rising costs. Though the challenges 
are many: some office equipment needs replacing, utility bills have soared, and income is 
down we know that God will provide. This is His ministry, we trust Him to do it.
