
Pulpitch:  “Time to March”                            March 2009 
 

Woodrow Wilson, 28th President of the United States, said, “A people who does 
not know where they have been will not know where they are going.”  I would like 
to take this newsletter article to remind us all where we have been … and our hope 
is that this might shed some light on where we are going.   

In 1980, SCC was land-locked with one acre of land, almost no parking, a 
sanctuary that would hold 100 and education space for max of about 70 and that 
was stretching it.  So in early 1981, we stood in the old education building (now 
Living Waters Pre-School) and asked God to open the way to the future.  The 
following week, a couple of our men went to Mr. Lee who owned all the land to 
our north.  He agreed to sell us six acres at $12,000 an acre and to hold the note at 
9% interest which was a deal in those days.  Though the note was for 20 years, we 
asked that it would be paid off in 3 years … and it was … to the day.  Next we 
asked God to enable us to do something with this land.  The years 1986-93 were 
the gestation years of faith in which we asked God to enable us to erect a 
sanctuary and a Family Activity Building (gym).  Our resources were small, but 
we believed God would do it and that it would be done with His entire provision.  
To the amazement of our small faith, God enabled the completion of these 
buildings without any financial debt.  And so the history went – with God adding 
by faith, a mission house in 1998 (this sets at the north back of the property), an 
education building in 2000, more land in 2002.  In President Wilson’s words, “this 
is where we have been.  And now we stand here again on the banks of the 
Impossible.  But we have learned how to trust God. 

 • • • 
It is at this point that we must connect the dots of the past to the future.  They do 
form a continuum of God’s work here at SCC.  We believe God is a great God.  
We believe that He has given us what He has because of His purposes.  And we 
believe that God will continue to give us what He wants us to have to do His work 
for the future.  The Joshua-Caleb Ministry Center (JCMC) was on God’s drawing 
boards long before it was on Mike Brown’s.  This is the building of the future and 
there is a profoundly simple reason that it is.  There are more teens and children in 
this region than any other age groups.  If we are going to make significant impact 
both in present and future, it will be as we touch children and their families.  



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

This building has this in focus – that families will be touched by Christ.  Again, 
there was a long season when many could only see the impossibility of this 
building and perhaps, failed to see God’s purposes.  It is time to open our eyes and 
finish this project.  We are awaiting proposals to come in the next few months.  If 
the prices are where we think they will be, we will be within a short distance to 
completion.  Already, God has moved through immense generosity of many to 
bring us to this possibility.  We stand at $1.1 million almost and we expect the bid 
proposals to be in the 1.3 million plus range (at least we hope).  If so, God is 
shouting at us, “it is time to march.”  I am again asking you to join together.  All 
of Israel always moved together – so must we.  I do not see how God could have 
made this more obvious than He has.  We must operate off God’s purposes and we 
must do it in unity.  It is the highway of blessing.  By this time next year, may we 
be rejoicing in the completion of what He has done once again … and looking to 
the bigger dots. 

 

Congratulations to David Belcik and Jay Johnson.  These brothers bring 
leadership power to SCC as our newest elders.  It was a blessed day on February 
22 as we recognized what God has done in giving these men to continue the high 
task of servant-leadership.  I am excited by what they bring to our church’s 
spiritual oversight.

Living Waters Preschool & Kindergarten News 
March 2009 

 
What a challenging year we are having administratively at 
LWP&K! The economic turmoil that has affected so many in 
our community has also had an impact on us.  In late Spring of 
last year, the Florida legislature cut funding for the Voluntary 
Pre-Kindergarten Program by 2% for the 2008-2009 school 
year. We had anticipated a 4% increase as in prior years. In 
addition to this, during the special session of the legislature last 
month VPK funding was cut another 2%.  The total affect on 

the LWP&K budget was a cut of $5,110. To make matters worse, the health department 
required us to swap two classrooms dropping our VPK capacity by three students. That 
resulted in an additional loss in income of $7,776. Attendance in our extended day 
program is down causing another drop in income of $1,000 as compared to this time last 
year.  Altogether the losses in actual income total $13,886 as opposed to our expected 
increase for this year of $7,000.00. That is a total swing of over $20,000.00 between what 
we originally anticipated and our actual income for this year.  It’s enough to keep a 
director awake at night.  
 
So what do we do? We have parents who are struggling financially and behind on their 
tuition. Do we abandon them in their hour of need, dismissing their child from the school 
to make room for someone who can pay right now? Husbands of staff members have had 
their hours cut at work. Do we cut their wives hours as well worsening their situation to 
make up for our shortfall? Will there be any money for staff raises this coming year or 
will we even be able to keep salaries at the current level? As you can see, there are tough 
decisions ahead of us! 
 
I say all this for two reasons. First and foremost, I am asking you to pray fervently that 
God would open His storehouses and provide abundantly. Please pray for:  
 

Openings in our kindergarten class for the fall to be filled 
Summer Camp to be well attended 
The Florida legislature to increase VPK funding for the fall 
Wisdom as to how we can generate more income 
Wisdom as to where we can cut the budget in the face of rising costs 
Financial provision for staff and preschool families 
Peace as we await God’s answer 
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Thank you for taking the time to read this. There is peace just in knowing that I am not 
carrying this burden alone.   
March is a very busy time at LWP&K! The school will be presenting their second annual 
Spring Concert March 25 & 26 at 12:00 PM in the sanctuary. Classes are busy preparing 
fun songs and poems to present to their parents, family and friends. Please join us! 
Parenting classes will be offered on Wednesday mornings. See details below. St. 
Patrick’s Day will be celebrated mid-month followed closely by Easter.  The teachers use 
resurrection eggs, books and other materials to bring the Easter story to life.  
March is also our Literacy Emphasis month.  Starting with Dr. Seuss’s birthday at the 
beginning of March and ending the last week with a Book Fair, the classes will be filled 
with good stories and themed activities. We are looking forward to many Guest Readers 
visiting the classrooms sharing their unique voices.  If you would like to share your time 
and talents with our children please call Nancy at 287-2883 ext 20. 
Summer Camp registration begins March 9th for currently enrolled students and continues 
March 23rd for all other campers. Camp is for students who are 2 (by Sept.1, 2008) to 7 
years of age.  Four 2-week sessions will be offered beginning June 16th and ending 
August 6th. Camp days will be Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday.  Cost is $125 per 
session. Registration is $25.  Session One dates: June 16-25; Session Two dates: June 
30-July 9; Session Three dates: July 14-23; Session Four dates: July 28-Aug. 6. Water 
play days, in house field trips, and crafts all add up to great fun for little ones.  Plan to 
come to the school office on the dates above to pick up your Summer Camp registration 
form.
