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The music group, “Belfast Revival,” sings a song entitled, “Revive Us.”  It is one of those 
songs that stirs the soul – especially if you long to see a move of God’s Spirit.  One of the 
lines of the song says, “I hear the thunder in the distance, like a train on the edge of town; 
I feel the brooding of His Spirit …lay those burdens down, …”     Every time, the train 
rolls across the Russian countryside into the city of Voronezh, I hear this song in my 
mind … and now I hear it coming down SR 13 – “Revive us, revive us … revive us …” 
 
The rumble is coming.  In 1904, Evan Roberts in the small nation of Wales on the west 
side of Great Britain heard the rumble.  He was a simple coal-miner who heard the call of 
God rumbling in his heart.  He asked his pastor if he could speak.  The pastor had so little 
confidence that he told him he could speak on Wednesday evening after the service was 
over, and if anyone wanted to stay, he could address them.  That night 17 brave, curious 
souls stayed.  Evan’s message was a simple, four points: (1) confess and put away every 
known sin; (2) Put away every doubtful habit.  (3) Obey the Holy Spirit promptly.  (4) 
You must confess Christ publicly. 
 
And God came.  The message was enough to get the train moving down the tracks.  It did 
more than come to the edge of town.  It ran through every city, town, and village of 
Wales.  It hit every business and home.  Bars closed.  Prostitutes found a new profession.  
Hundreds of thousands were saved … and Wales did not contain it.  It rumbled over the 
world.  Revival! 
 
Wouldn’t it be amazing if God did it again – only He did it here, NW St. Johns County?  
It doesn’t just happen.  It only happens if there are people who long for it, who desire it 
more than the next vacation, more than their favorite meal, more than a Gator victory, 
more than good retirement …  Over the last month, we have had a group (maybe 12-18) 
who gather each Thursday evening at 7PM.  They gather to ask God to do it again.  To 
come … not just to the edge of town, but to rumble right through the town.  Brothers and 
sisters, it will not be church as usual if He comes.  It may be long and messy at times – 
lots of tears, lots of laughter, quietness, and maybe a few shouts.  Some miracles.  
Darkness exposed by Light.  Evil overcome by good.  God never does it twice the same 
way.  Study history.  You’ll see. 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 
But it won’t happen apart from a people who are dead serious about God.  People, like 
Evan Roberts, who confess every known sin, put away everything doubtful, obey the 
Holy Spirit immediately, and confess Christ publicly every chance they get. 
 
There will be two “marks” that will characterize this revival, or there will not be a 
revival.  Both these things, Jesus spent the last 12 hours before the cross speaking of and 
praying for.  He said the only way the world will know that you follow me is if you love 
one another … and He washed their feet to demonstrate what He meant … and the next 
morning He died for them (“greater love has no man than this, that he lay down his life 
for a friend”).  In between these two snapshots, He prayed, “Father, make them ONE.  As 
you and I are ONE, make them ONE.  If they are ONE, the world have to admit that the 
Father has sent the Son.”  The two greatest tools of evangelism in the history of the 
church – and maybe the most untried – a true unity of the whole church and a visible, 
foot-washing love.   
Grab the towel and cross.  Let’s go!

When you pray: 

1. Find a prayer partner to walk with you.  Prayers are more focused when expressed with a 
friend. 

2. Pray with a purpose.  Pray for the present-hour needs of people and places that you see. 

3. Pray with God’s Spirit.  Invite the Spirit of God to accompany you, guiding your steps and 
your words. Be attentive during moments of silence, allowing the Holy Spirit to help you see 
with His eyes and pray in accordance with His heart. 

4. Pray with God's Word. 
 

Read Scripture aloud. God breathed it and loves to bless it. Express God's thoughts in your own 
words. Carry Scripture with you. Use a small Bible, or note cards. 

Choose a particular verse or theme as a base for your prayers throughout one 

day's prayer walk. Use another to launch your prayers the next day, and so on. 

You will be hearing more about this in worship.  Be a part, don’t miss out.  See how God can 
bless you and use you to reach your neighbors.

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As most of you know, our church’s very own Ashley Hilton, daughter of Arie and Mark Hilton, joined 
Operation Mobilization and left during the fall of 2008 for a two-year stay as a missionary in the Middle 
East.  She recently sent the following update along with her praises and prayer requests.   
Let’s be sure to keep her in our prayers as she serves so faithfully so far away.  
___________________________________________________________________________________ 

“Hi Everyone -  
I have been back in the Middle East since I returned from Wales the end of 
November and have just completed another month of language school (the 
same school I went to last winter).  I have been spending more time with 
Yasemin and we have had a couple conversations in which I was able to 
explain either the gospel or just a bit about God's true character.  A week 
before Christmas we had just said goodbye to Scott and Judith who were going 
to another city for a week and Yasemin invited me to come have tea with her.  
I agreed, not really sure of what to talk about with her (usually I visit her with 
Judith).  This was about a week before Christmas and people here think that 
westerners celebrate the New Year a week early.  Yasemin asked me the 
difference between Christmas and New Years and I explained that we 
celebrate Jesus' birth.  Then I explained the gospel and my relationship with 
God while she listened quietly.  While I spoke she continued knitting, but 
immediately stopped when I told her that we can talk to God about absolutely 
anything.  She did not say very much, but seemed very surprised.  A bit later 
she showed me a bracelet she was wearing and told me it was to heal her 
migraines.  I asked if it had worked yet, but it was still new, so she didn't 
know.  I told her I thought that we could pray to Jesus instead and that a 
bracelet was not necessary.  She is always receptive when we offer to pray for 
her and this time was no different.  A couple of weeks later I stopped in to see 

her for five minutes before I was leaving to go to a team meeting.  She began waiving her wrist excitedly, 
saying “look, look!”  “It's not there!”  She explained that she went home and thought and thought and 
decided to pray instead of wear the bracelet.  A few weeks later her migraines stopped, but were replaced 
with back pain.  Judith and I began praying and giving her back massages and after a couple weeks that 
stopped too!  I honestly have not had much experience in explaining my faith and often struggle with 
wanting it to be truly authentic and not sound too scripted.  I believe this was the first time where I was 
completely honest about my relationship with God.  Sometimes it isn't wonderful and I have gotten quite 
mad at Him sometimes, but He still listens.  I explained the truth about Christ, the truth about how he views 
us, the truth about what He did on the cross, and that He desires a relationship with everyone.  As I spoke I 
thanked Jesus for the language class He had put me in because some of the grammar I needed I had just 
learned that week and the native language just fell out of my mouth.   
 
I just completed a spiritual class taught by a long term worker here, who is also one of my team leaders.  
This class ran for five Saturdays and we learned how (all in the native language) to participate and pray

in a meeting of believers in their native language, how to give our testimony, vocabulary for witnessing,  
how to answer standard Muslim objections to Christianity, how to lead someone through the steps of 
salvation to repentance, as well as becoming familiar with standard hymnody.  We had to be able to give 
our testimonies in this language, so I wrote mine out and then went to Yasemin to practice with her.  I 
asked if I could explain the most important story in my life and she stopped what she was doing to 
listen.  After I read the first sentence one of the nearby flower sellers (a fifteen year old girl) came in and 
listened too.  Neither of them asked many questions, they only listened. 
  
Recently I began a new body of paintings for a solo art exhibition that will open the beginning of April.  
The exhibition will be held in an art gallery run by local workers and will run for a month.  I am striving to 
show the hope in Christ through portraying a series of issues that without Christ we have no hope of 
completely overcoming.  The opening night (the main night people will come) will be April 8 and it is my 
prayer that the entire exhibition will simply be for God.  I struggle with desiring recognition and I would 
like all the motivation behind the work to be pure.  I would like the work to prompt spiritual conversations 
and act as sort of a bridge to help people see God as He is.  
 
I am hoping to visit the village (the one I stayed in last year) in the next couple weeks for a few days.  The 
family invited me about a month ago and it didn't work out for me to go then, but I would very much like to 
go visit them again.  Thank you all for all your prayers, support, emails, cards, etc.  I really appreciate you 
guys!  Please email me if there is anything I can pray for. “        Ashley
