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When is a human being like a boll weevil?  Quoting the 
old song – when you “gotta have a home.”  This is 
what the weevil told the farmer when he took up 
residence in his cotton crop – “I just gotta have a 
home.”  So in the saga of life, Bev and I are at that 
point in our lives – where we “gotta have a home.” 
 
When we were completing seminary back in the spring of 1979, one of the things 
that Bev lamented is that we would never have a new home.  Of course, that did 
not bother me all that much.  It must have made God smile because He knew 
what He had planned.  When we arrived in the remote village of Switzerland, 
Florida (and it was rustic in 1979), Switzerland Community Church was building a 
home for their pastor to live.  It was so new that it didn’t have doors; it didn’t have 
walls; it hadn’t been painted … and a lot more.  But it was a brand new home and 
Bev would be the domestic dictator of this domicile.  In the fall of 1979, Buddy 
Overby brought his ample skills to complete the interior of the house.  In those 

days, Buddy could handle 12 feet sheetrock boards 
by himself.  I and Elaine were his assistants.  He 
turned it into a home on the inside … and Claude 
Weeks (and others but mainly Claude) transformed 
it on the outside into a lawn (well at least a yard).  
So this wonderful, warm home became “our briar 
patch” for the next 30 years.  For Julie and Lizzie, 
this was the only home they ever knew growing up.  
What a gift so graciously given!   

 
Well, on with the song.  Bev and I knew that eventually we had to make longer 
range plans – we had to have a home.  So, a few years ago we began to think 
and look … and pray about a permanent home before we get to our final home.  
Shortly after Christmas this past year, Bev said, “there may never be a better 
time to buy a home than now.  The costs of homes and interest rates are both 
descending.”  It had to be close to the church and it had to be in District 1 which 
Bev represents on our county school board.  So, again, with God’s more than 
gracious guidance, we will have another new home before the year ends.  
Probably in July we will move into this home which is about 7 miles from the 



church.  We wanted you to know first what we were doing 
and why, and secondly we want you to know that it has 
nothing to do with being pastor at SCC.  It is just “boll 
weevil” time. 
 
 
Another question centers on the use of the parsonage.  
There are needs for educational space.  It could serve for 
that … or there may be other uses that will come to mind.  
This is a decision that the elders will be considering when 
the time comes and the needs of the church are assessed.  One other thing that I 
want you to know – as I wrote this article, often I could not see the computer 
screen for tears welling in my eyes.  God’s goodness and the goodness of God’s 
people … 

 
Speaking of a home – the JCMC with God’s goodness and guidance will be a 
new home for our youth and lots of ministry activities … and we hope it is soon.

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Giving Survey Results: 
 
The SCC Council would like to thank all church memb ers who 
responded to the Giving Survey. Your input was valu able in providing 
direction to the Council on alternative giving meth ods. 

In total, 49 responses were received. Of these, 42 were received 
through the on-line survey tool and 7 were received  as paper copies 
through the suggestion box in the foyer.  

The 49 responses represent a 16% response rate. App roximately 60% 
of responders were interested in giving on-line thr ough a secured link 
to the church website using a checking account, deb it or credit card. 
The Council also received input from 33% of respond ers who said 
they like giving through the weekly collection bask et and do not like 
the idea of giving on-line. 

Given the mixed results of this survey and the 16% response rate, the 
Council believes it would not be in our best intere st to move forward 
with this opportunity at this time. The Council fur ther recognized that 
the up-front cost to establish a Merchant / ACH rel ationship with a 
financial provider would potentially exceed the ben efit based on the 
response rate of those who would be interested in g iving on-line. 
Simply put, we could not cost justify this opportun ity at this time. 

The Council would like the congregation to know, ho wever, that many 
banks currently have on-line bill paying services. You can set up a 
direct payment to SCC through this feature, either repetitively or on 
an as needed basis. The account number reference wo uld be your 
contribution envelope number, and you can even put a special 
designation in the memo field if you choose. The en velope number is 
the one printed on your year-end contribution state ment.  You may 
call the church office at 287-0330 to verify the nu mber, if you are 
interested in this option. 

Again, thanks to all who participated in the survey . Your voices were 
heard . 
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Last month, the children learned from the prophets of the 
Old Testament about the promised Messiah.  They also 
observed the traditional Passover meal, and learned of the 
significance of what Jesus said and did at the Last 
Supper. This month, they will learn about His triumphal 
entry into Jerusalem, about His sacrifice for us on the 
cross, and about His “New Life” from the empty tomb.
