 “As the media coverage and attention to Haiti has slowed down, the 
needs of the people affected by this tragedy remain as urgent as 
ever!  I am in this for the long-haul with Haiti and have been 
working with Celebration Church partners to assess the BEST ways 
we can meet the very challenging needs. 
 
Despite the ever-changing situation in Haiti, we have good news!  
We have sent resources (listed below) and prayer and now the 
doors have opened for us to start sending teams into Haiti!  I will be 
on the first team, comprised of eight medical professionals, with me 

as head of the Pharmacy department.   We leave April 10-18 to work with Samaritan’s 
Purse (led by Franklin Graham) in “Titanye” (12 miles north of the Port Au Prince 
airport).  We will be running a week-long clinic with a goal of treating 10,000 patients in 
7 days!    
 

Please continue to PRAY for the people of Haiti and for the organizations’ and churches’ 
response to this disaster.  Many are grieving the loss of their loved ones, many are still in 
need of medical care, and the most available way we can help right now is through 
prayer.

                Our Clinic in Haiti 
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During the weekend of February 26–28, 2010, our church hosted a missions conference.  The 
theme was “Building Bridges – Understanding our Muslim Neighbors.”  Glenn Guzzo, a member 
of our church’s council, graciously agreed to provide an overview of the conference.  His 
thorough overview appears below.  Thank you, Glenn, for taking the time to write this and 
sharing the essence of the conference with our church family.

Though threatening in some ways, the Muslim expansion in Western countries is an opportunity 
for Christians to spread Jesus’ message of salvation, we were told during a weekend-long seminar 
called “Understanding Our Muslim Neighbors” Feb. 26-28 at Switzerland Community Church. 
 

 “Our Muslim Neighbors” is not a euphemistic term in a global society. There are an 
estimated 9,000 Muslims in the “Little Baghdad” area of Jacksonville and 9 million Muslims in 
America. Those numbers are growing here and even more dramatically in Europe, where, for 
instance, birth rates project a possible Muslim majority in Germany within two generations.  In 
Southern France, there are already more mosques than churches. 
 

 Ironically, the very event that could trigger grand-scale violence – the appointment of a 
caliph (supreme holy leader for all Islam akin to the Catholic pope) who could summon the 
Muslim world to jihad (a holy war against non-Muslims) – would present a huge possible harvest 
for Christian missionaries. Studies show that two-thirds of the world’s Muslims would not 
support a jihad. Further, Muslims are divided into conflicting factions that would not accept any 
other faction’s caliph. 
 

 We learned all this and much, much more about the Islam religion, Muslim people, 
approaches for ministering to Muslims and other related topics. Our three teachers for the 
weekend were devoted Christians who have made the study of Islam their life. 
 

 George Rafidi, the son of a Greek Orthodox priest in Jerusalem, has created churches in 
Jacksonville and Orlando, Tampa, and Daytona that specialize in congregations of Arabs seeking 
Jesus Christ. He said only 18 percent of Muslims world-wide are Arab. 
 

 “We must love them (Muslims) because Jesus loved them,” Rafidi said. Continued…  
����
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 Dwight McGuire cited Leviticus 19:33-34: When an alien lives with you in your land, do 
not mistreat him. The alien living with you must be treated as one of your native born. Love him 
as yourself, for you were aliens in Egypt. I am the Lord. 

 The tumult in today’s world was prophesied in the Bible, McGuire instructed. Both Israel 
and Islam are descended from Abraham, the father of many nations. Israelites are of Jacob, the 
son of Abraham’s son Isaac (through Sarah). Islamists are descended from Abraham’s son 
Ishmael (through Hagar), who in turn fathered 12 son/tribes “who lived in hostility toward all 
their brothers.” (Gen 25:18) Jacob is the son of the covenant and Ishmael the son of promise. 
Christians have a role: Bring the sons of promise into the covenant of Jesus.  

“The people of Ishmael are much sought after by God,” McGuire said. “They are coming to us: 
Muslims form the fastest-growing religion in the U.S.” 

 Rafidi made that point another way: With only 2,000 Christian missionaries to an 
estimated 1.6 billion Muslims worldwide, “God is doing the work himself. Eighty-five percent of 
Muslims who convert to Christianity say Jesus came to them in their dreams.” 

 The Quran, the Muslim holy book, dictates that Muslims who renounce their faith are 
subject to death, the speakers said. “Islam is like the Mafia,” Rafidi warned. “You can get in, but 
you cannot get out.” 

 Despite that threat, about 90 percent of those who convert to Islam in the U.S., Germany 
and some other places end up abandoning that faith, McGuire said: “The back door is almost as 
large as the front door.” 

MINISTERING TO MUSLIMS 

 McGuire, Rafidi and our third speaker, David Smith, explained that most Muslims are 
receptive to hearing the story of Jesus for a variety of reasons: 

·  They believe in the one God of Abraham and desire the love of the Father. 
·  Jesus is a familiar figure. The four Muslim holy books are the book of Moses, the book of 

David, the gospels and the Quran. 
·  Proper Muslim conduct makes them polite listeners and participants in conversation. Their 

culture is built on oral communication more than written words. They readily accept prayer. 
·  About one-third are “cultural Muslims” in name only and about one-third are converted 

Muslims. 
·  Converted Muslims are told by Muslim missionaries that Islam is a religion of peace, but 

study of the Quran reveals that it is not. Its end-time prophecies foresee Muslim world rule 
after Muslims eradicate all Jews. Jesus’ message of peace is more like the representations that 
attracted converted Muslims to Islam in the first place. Ask: Why did they become Muslim? 
What do they like about it? The answers often form a bridge to discussing the gospel. 

·  Born-again Christians are ideal as missionaries because many Muslim’s pre-conceptions 
about America (and therefore Christianity) are formed by decadent Hollywood images. 

Continued… 
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These and cultural factors suggest ways to minister to Muslims: 

·  Minister one-on-one. Because of their shame culture, and fear of retribution, a 
Muslim will not ask about Jesus in a group of Muslims. 

·  Minister male to male and female to female. Male to female would be scandalous. 

·  Always pray first for God’s blessings upon your companion (while praying silently 
that God will provide you with the right words). 

·  Always say things with a smile, but be straightforward: You are a follower of Jesus 
Christ. (A better term than “Christian” which invites inaccurate stereotypes.) 

·  Ask them to tell their story. Muslims suffer most at the hands of other Muslims: They 
are constantly attacking each other as not Muslim enough. And the Quran prescribes 
death if a Muslim is not a true Muslim, but goes on being Muslim. 

·  Use the word of God, but do not debate Bible vs. Quran (which are very similar, but 
have significant discrepancies that create mutual distrust of each other’s holy books). 
Do not argue. Only the argument will be remembered. 

·  Churches should educate their members with seminars, minister to Muslim refugees, 
form sister churches in Muslim countries, and pray for understanding and fulfillment 
under Habakkuk 1:5:  

“Look at the nations and watch – and be utterly amazed.  
For I am going to do something in your days 

 that you would not believe, 
 even if you were told.”
