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“The Quantities of April 23-25” 
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The day after the revival, I was up early to do the band rehearsal at 
Rhonda’s school.  As I was going out to the car, the birds were 
chirping like crazy.  One little birdie was chirping the loudest, and 
his call sounded very similar to “need you, need you, need you.”  
As I drove away, I realized that this little bird was chirping what 
we all needed and wanted during the revival, we just wanted God.   
 
The revival showed us how deeply we need God in every fabric of 
our lives and every fabric of our being…everywhere we go, and in 
everything we do, touch, and say.  I think often when we seek God, 
we seek the manifestations of God instead; but the Bible teaches us 
to seek God passionately, and there is a difference.  By seeing the 
presence of God, we seek to be in his presence, to be touched by 
Him, changed by Him, moved by Him, to be convicted by Him, to 
catch a glimpse of what it will be like in glory.  Like the bird, 
desire God all the more this week, cause as the little birdie chirped, 
“need you, need you, need you”.

In Memoriam 
Miriam C. Johnson 

June 21, 1914 - March 18, 2010 
 

 As friends and family gathered to say goodbye to 
Miriam Johnson, there was a feeling that an important era 
in the history of Switzerland Community Church was 
coming to an end.  As the wife of founding pastor Rev. 
E.L. Johnson, Mrs. Miriam Johnson was a large part of the 
genesis and early days of SCC.  Indeed, the door was 
closing…a door into yesterday. 
 

 A beautiful video remembrance, underscored by the gentle, masterful piano 
accompaniment of Mr. Gary Corbitt, allowed the audience to reflect on their memories of 
Mrs. J. or “Aunt Mimi” as she was affectionately known to several. 
 

 Pastor Wes, with sweet recall and not a little humor began to tell her story.  Born 
in 1914 in rural Ashburn, Georgia, Miriam would be forged into the woman she later 
became due to the often meager times the family endured.  Life was hard and as the 
family grew, her dad had to move about in order to provide for his ever increasing brood.  
They landed in Clermont, Florida where her dad served as, among other things, Chief of 
Police.  Miriam enjoyed her girlhood, surrounded by her loving parents and siblings.  
Then, one day as she was maturing into a young woman, she would meet the man who 
would claim her heart.  E. L. Johnson was just as taken with Miriam as she was with him 
and they would eventually unite in holy matrimony. 
 

 Rev. E.L. Johnson was a man of faith, an evangelist and preacher.  He was 
instrumental in setting the course of the old Bethel Methodist Church in Mandarin, which 
would later become Mandarin United Methodist Church.  So much of what Mandarin 
United Methodist Church does and is today is due in very large part to the impact of Rev. 
Johnson.  Of course, Miriam was right there by his side as he labored for Christ. 
 

 When the vision was cast by some local residents for a church in rural N.W. St. 
Johns County in the Switzerland area, Rev. Johnson was approached to be the leader of 
the fledgling fellowship.  Again, his helpmeet was by his side to encourage and assist 
where she could.  As with Mandarin Methodist, so much of what we are at Switzerland 
Community Church comes from the foundation laid by these faithful ones. 



Pastor Wes painted an uplifting word picture of her Welcome to Heaven; then the 
congregation sand one of her favorites - straight out of the old red hymnal - “Beulah 
Land”.  The SCC Quartet had us rejoicing in the visual generated by that wonderful old 
standard, “I’ll Fly Away”. 
 

 As Pastor Wes eulogized Mrs. Johnson’s 34,903 days here on Earth, we laughed a 
bit, pondered a bit, and nodded a bit as he touched on so much about who she was and 
what she was like. 
 

 The reflections of friends on “Aunt Mimi” came next: 
 

Julie Slough Simmons (“Shhhh…don’t tell anyone, but I got to sleep under the pink 
sheets!) 
Debbie Johnson (who, along with sister Susan, spent many hours as a child with Mrs. 
J…and even drove Mrs. J. and Debbie’s Mom, Margaret Martin, and Aunt Jodie on many 
grand…local…adventures, after Debbie grew up). 
Janice Torbett (who came to know Rev. and Mrs. Johnson so well, especially on visits to 
the Johnson’s beloved North Carolina mountains). 
 

 Their anecdotal stories brought more laughter and nods as we recognized those 
characteristics we had so long associated with Mrs. Johnson. 
 

 As Pastor Wes began to close the service, he helped each of us sitting there to see 
her triumphal exit from this world and her triumphal entry into the world of our Lord and 
Savior Jesus, that glorious holy city we read about in the Book of Revelation.  How 
fitting that we should close out this service of remembrances by singing together another 
great hymn of the faith (and Rev. Johnson’s favorite), “Over the Sunset Mountains”. 
 

Over the sunset mountains, 
Someday I’ll softly go… 
Into the arms of Jesus 
He who has loved me so.
