
Pulpitch: “Windows”     June 2009 
 
Bev loves natural light.  When she observed the construction of our home, she 
noticed that not much light came into the main family room from the front of the 
house.  The solution was a window in the door … Natural light streaming in 
through the translucent glass panel on the door.  Some places in the world are 
like our front room – they are in darkness.  They need light.  How can we get light 
to them?  Could windows be the answer? 
 

Most of the people groups still living in darkness, still unreached by the gospel, 
live in nations stretching across the maps of northern Africa and Asia. Christian 
missions strategist Luis Bush started calling this rectangular area or band: "the 
10/40 box in 1990."  He used that easy-to-remember name because it lies across 
Africa and Asia from 10 degrees latitude north of the equator to 40 degrees 
latitude north of the equator.  However, his wife said that he needed to call the 
area the 10/40 Window  because it represented a window of opportunity that was 
opening for the gospel.   

 

 

 

 

 

Let me tell you about this window.  Two-thirds of the world’s population lives in 
this window – almost 3.2 billion souls.  Of the 55 least evangelized countries, 
97% of their population lives within the Ten Forty Window.  Unless something 
changes soon, most of these unreached people will never hear the Gospel. 
Why?  World Vision has estimated that only about 1.25% of Christian mission 
giving is going to missions work in the 10/40 Window. Open evangelism is 
difficult and even impossible because of governmental restrictions in many 10/40 
Window countries.  So how are we going to do it? 

How about sending a girl named Ashley in her early 20’s to intensely Muslim 
Turkey?  And why not send our standby, “hard-field” missionary – James Martin 



to Lebanon.  “Why would anyone want to go where it is easy?”  So Lebanon is on 
his agenda for two months this summer.  He needs our prayers.  And Jessie 
Triplett will be going to the American city with the largest Muslim population – 
Detroit or rather a suburb called Dearborn, Michigan.  This would be enough, but 
don’t overlook Rebecca Davis who will be in Uganda in July for 3 weeks.  Justin 
Young and little Ken Vensel will be in Israel.  They just might see a Muslim 
opportunity or two there.  And around 50 of our teens will be involved in a host of 
ministries this summer here in NW St. Johns County ... everything from buying 
groceries, building wheel-chair ramps, mowing grass, doing yard Bible clubs and 
seeing God’s daily miracles.   
 

Now where are you going this summer?  Come on, and climb through the 
window with us.  Some will be in the 10/40 window and others will be in the 9-5 
window.  But we will all be doing the same – letting as much light as we can 
come through those windows.  The means will be natural light.  The greatest 
source of natural light is Jesus Christ.  I could not be more proud of this group 
and the student ministries that have equipped these “light-bearers.”  Keep them 
prayed over. 
 

There will be a team going to Russia, Sept. 
8-18.  It includes:  Bonnie Westhoff, Carol 
Atwood, David Przekwas, Bill Francis, 
Joseph Smith, Mike Cassel, Scott 
Campbell, and Wes Slough.  We will be 
going to the city of Lipetsk, which is the one 
with the reputation for the most fiercely 
resistant darkness in the Black Earth 
Region.  So pray that we walk in the light 
and the light always overcomes the dark.

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Ps. Can I mention the death of a long-time member of our church, Mr. Leslie 
Wages.  He was only 98 years old.  It was Mr. Wages who wrote our pastor in 
Dallas in 1978 and inquired who he might recommend to come to Switzerland to 
pastor SCC.  Jim Rose, our Dallas pastor who was from Jacksonville, FL, 
suggested that SCC invite Bev and Wes Slough.  And the next 30 years would 
be history.  With his death, an era ends. 

It was great to see so many of you 
know so much about those missionaries our church supports.  We have four winners:  Carol 
Atwood, David Belcik, Joan Sharkey and Jay Johnson.  Congratulations on a job well done!
