Also, |
realized that the longer | let the weeds grow,dbeper and more entrenched they became.

When | was through, God reminded me of the spiritua
aspect of my adventure. | am to tend to the sjaikit
condition of the soil in my life. In Genesis, God
commanded Adam to have dominion over all aspects of
God’s creation. When Cain was contemplating slaying
Able, God spoke to Cain and said, “sin is crouclahg
your door, it desires to have you, but you mustteras
it.” Sin is like the weeds in my yard. As weedside

We were
all talking at once along with all of our transletoand suddenly Glenn
shouted out for everyone to stop and back awaywaigted us to stop




worrying and lay hands and pray. So all of usnatedoegan to pray out
loud. It was a beautiful moment with both langusaged about 7 people
praying as the mother cried loudly. As the prayae ended, Glenn
suggested we take his temperature again. His teype had gone down to
103 within a few minutes!!! Without any medicatigiven! Glory! He
stayed in one of the exam rooms on an |V for aliewrs... His fever
eventually broke and he was feeling much betten Wié medications that
were given, and of course, the power of prayer!ahi@ his mother accepted
Christ that afternoon and our entire team prayest both of them before
they left. As the boy tried to stand, he only rezkdssistance from ONE
person! Again, GLORY!!l He walked out holding m®ther’s hand, with
his back straight and only a slight limp! Theytbatalked away with tears
in their eyes and restored hope in their heasaise Be To God!
