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When King Hezekiah found out that his nation, Judah, would be destroyed 
by Babylon, it did not bother him all that much because he found out it 
would not happen in his lifetime.  His response was:   "The word of the 
LORD you have spoken is good," Hezekiah replied. For he thought, "Will 
there not be peace and security in my lifetime?" 2 Kings 20:19  As long as 
there is peace and safety in my lifetime, the future will have to deal with 
these problems.  This flies in the face of God’s heart.  Thank God that He 
did not treat us this way, but planned the future for His children by sending 
His son.   
 

I look at things like the so-called stimulus package and it seems that it is 
sacrificing the future for the present.  As parents, one of our primary 
responsibilities is to prepare for our children’s future.  We do “Florida Pre-
pay” for education.  We give them athletic and cultural advantage to broaden 
their opportunity.  How can we as a nation sacrifice the future for the 
present?  This is the spirit of Hezekiah … and it must not be allowed to live.  
By the way, this is one of the things that got President Bush in trouble.  He 
felt that the Middle East – Iraq and Iran – had to be dealt with now or we 
would pass it to the future generation.  To him, this was inexcusable 
regardless of world opinion of “Bush’s War.” 
 

As I think about the last 30 years, I think of it as a parent.  I have spent 30 
years in one sense, to do one thing - to launch the future – to put things in 
place so our children and those who come after us will be able to find 
success.  It is not so much about “peace and safety” now as it is about 
opportunity to find success in the future.  I do think we should have fruitful 
labors in the present, but the footprint that I desire to leave concerns the next 
generation.

We have sought to launch the next generation by not leaving them to pay our 
debts in this generation.  Financially, we want to leave ministry resources – 
buildings, equipment, land, etc. that are paid for by this generation (with 
God’s help).  We have sought to believe and honor God’s Word and to seek 
Him with undivided hearts.  We have longed to put in place a ministry 
attitude that takes responsibility for our community, our city, our nation, and 
the nations.  A legacy that says if God calls our children to serve Him, we 
stand with them.  The very idea that nothing is impossible embedded in the 
fibers of the soul of our church children and family.  When we are gone, 
there will be one measurement that matters – how did we propel the next 
generation, what did we put in place to see that SCC is a viable force in 
world evangelization in the next generation.  This is the one thing that we 
have attempted in the last three decades. 
 

Thank you for allowing me to be your pastor for this season.  I and you 
know that it shall not be forever, but together with God’s enabling, we have 
left something that will be a light in this community and beyond for years to 
come.  Again, I think this is the heart of God who so loved the world that He 
sent His Son to prepare a future for all who love Him.  God has always had a 
multi-generational vision and so must His people.

“SAV-A-CHILD turned 15 years “young” on March 21, 2009.  I am keenly aware that it is 
the grace of God and the goodness of His people that has sustained this missionary 
outreach to hurting families and their children.  GOD BLESS YOU FOR YOUR 
CONTINUED SUPPORT.   

With the added crises of the national (and local) economies, the families we are helping 
have additional stress.  Thanks to you, we are able to be here “in person” to help while you 
are very much here “in the spirit” along side the ones hurting.  

It is safe to say that 100% of the wounds and hurts people have which bring them to us, are 
rooted in a family with little or no love.  The absence of love is obvious when there is abuse 
such as alcoholism, drugs, divorce, physical, sexual and emotional abuse.  Many of the 
adults bringing their children to us were themselves from broken families or abused in 
childhood.  As parents they are now trying to raise their own children while still dealing 
with their own childhood hurts.   

We are here as agents of God’s love.  It is most gratifying when we see persons and 
families being healed as a result of God’s love flowing through SAV-A-CHILD. 

Distance Counseling:  If you live at a distance, and cannot come into SAV-A-CHILD’s 
office for face-to-face counseling, we have other media by which you can receive counsel 
and advice.

From Ed and Betty Ruder’s Circle of Love June 2009 Newsletter... 

“The mission of Circle of Love Ministries is to bring a 
solution to the problem of homelessness through programs of 
compassion and service that reach out to spread the love of 
Christ to the least, the last, and the lost of our community.  
Our goal is to bring men to Christ, teach them the Word of 
God, help them recover from their addictions, see them 
restored to their families, guide them in finding their places in 
the Body of Christ, and lead them toward becoming 
productive members of our community.  We offer Christian 
discipleship training to men with life-controlling problems 
through a residential Biblical Studies Program.  We also 

supply food and clothing to anyone in need and have a medical recovery unit for men coming out of the 
hospital who have nowhere else to go.  We provide information to the community about the problems of 
homelessness and encourage community involvement as part of the solution.  The foundational scripture 
for this ministry is Matthew 25:35.   

In 2008, Circle of Love Ministries assisted over 130 clients.  We ministered the Word of God, served 
over 28,000 meals, provided 9,360 nights of shelter, and supplied our clients with clothing and 
personal hygiene items.  Twenty-nine men graduated from our Biblical Studies Program, and one 
man received a ministry license.  Through our monthly newsletter, we provided spiritual 
encouragement and information about our programs and the problems of homelessness to the 
community. “
