“A Defining Moment” 

 
A “defining moment” is the way that a dear friend described Sunday, August 8.  Perhaps 
you will recall it as the Dedication Day for the newly completed JCMC.  I am told the 
service was 2 hours and 48 minutes but who was counting … but of this day my friend 
said that it was a turning point, a defining moment. 
 
He went on to say that though he was away on Saturday evening, he and his wife had 
arisen early to make it back … to what he typically anticipated would be a dry service � .  
“But it was anything but this!” he added.  “The Holy Spirit’s presence was strong and 
clear.  Several times I was moved to tears during the service, though I still cannot tell you 
specifically why.” 
 
These were the sort of comments and observations that I heard over and over.  Maybe it 
was Ellie onstage to deliver the keys.  Maybe it was Don’s elephant, or Mike’s heartfelt 
words from the architect’s pen.  Well, perhaps it was Justin’s elegant description of the 
real purpose and power of the building.  Maybe it was Joseph’s passionate leading of 
worship or even Wes’ words projecting the future to 2063 at the 100th anniversary of 
SCC.  Or maybe it was all this or maybe it was more – maybe it was just God putting His 
stamp of approval. 
 
The best I can count, this is the 5th major project that our church has completed since 
1981.  Purchase of land in 1981 and 2002.  Building of the sanctuary and gym (FAB) in 
1993.  Completing the Ed Building (it needs a name � ) in 2000.  And now the JCMC in 
2010.  Every project has been impossible at some stage and has led to an eye-opening 
faith as we have seen what God did.  Yes, it is just God.  My friend concluded by saying 
that he was excited to see where we go from here … but he is certain that God is 
speaking and preparing us for something specific … and may I add, this something is 
God-sized, something bigger than we, something that befits His glory.  And as Justin told 
us, it is more than bricks and mortar.  Maybe it concerns 6100 middle and high school 
students in less than 10 mile radius …  Let’s keep listening … as God defines the future.

Dear Switzerland Community Church Family – by Dominic Marrone 
 
“Greetings from Pamplona, Spain!   
 
We arrived safely back here on August 20th!  Upon our departure from 
the Jacksonville airport, we began to reflect on what a blessing it was 
to stay with you all over the past seven weeks.  We are so grateful to 
God for the time He allowed us to spend with you and to stay in the 
SCC Mission Home while in the U.S. on home service. 
 
From the moment we arrived at the Mission Home on July 2nd and 
saw the freshly painted deck and landscaping mulch, it was evident 
some renovation had taken place since our last visit two years ago.  
Then as our family stepped inside the home, we were greeted by a 
heavenly scent-- both literally and spiritually!  Everything was clean 
and shiny.  Even the refrigerator was stocked with the blessing of 
some starter foods so we didn’t have to worry about making an initial trip to the supermarket.  
 
Shortly after our arrival, Dom attended the Missions Committee time, where he was warmly greeted by 
each committee member.  Pastor Wes asked, “Do you lack anything at the home?”  Having been back to 
the US a short time and still re-tuning his ear to “southern,” Dom thought he said “like”  and answered 
without hesitation, “Yes, everything!”

Please read below a special message from 
Charlie.  Our church has supported him and his family since the early 90s.    

 
 
What in the world is the Lord doing? – by Charles 
 
“When I first came to the faith in early December 
1984 I meet a fella who became a dear friend and we 
began a discipleship relationship that lasted years.  
We have stayed in touch over the years and recently I 
got an email from him.  He is in ministry in a 
Christian think tank study center and sent an article 
to me to consider.  This was the opening line;  “Is it 
right for the Muslims to build a mosque in the 
shadow of Ground Zero?”  Now, anyone in the US 
who has not considered and re-considered the 
questions around immigration (in the US and around 
the world) has to be to living in a cave!  At least that 
is what one friend of mine would say!! 
 
The issues around immigration from the south but especially from the east cover the newspapers and 
magazines and are opening stories on all the news channels!  Why is this the case?  Americans now in 2010 
have a historically low level of trust of government, the authorities (1 in 5 believe Obama to be a Muslim) 
and high level of fear of foreigners and especially Muslims.  “Well they kill people don’t they!”  OK, they 
don’t all kill Americans and even though you could argue that there are way too many who do want to kill 
Americans and westerners in general, it is really to us (believers in Jesus) to show them the love and truth 
of Christ...and let the rule of law do its work.  Let’s set the example of love and truth and trust and equal 
treatment under the law.  I appeal to this generation of Christ’s disciples to pursue a higher calling in 
Christ.  That may mean a higher education in law and government, and a calling to Congress, the Senate 
and the Supreme Court. Because just as not all of us will go over to foreign lands to share the love of 
Christ, we must all do that here where we are, and reinforce our values of truth, freedom and justice for all 
peoples.  The movement of people is nothing new in history. 
 
Acts 17 says, “From one man he made every nation of men, that they should inhabit the whole earth; and 
he determined the times set for them and the exact places where they should live.  God did this so that men 
would seek him and perhaps reach out for him and find him, though he is not far from each one of us. 'For 
in him we live and move and have our being.'”

In 2009 I had a paradigm shift...no, thank you, my back is fine.  You 
see my mother who was Mexican born in El Paso, Texas passed 
away when I was 16 years old.  I have some great memories of her 
but mostly she was sick with leukemia for what seemed like forever.  
I really didn’t know much of her family as they were, according to 
my father, Mexican illegal, poor and uneducated migrant workers 
trespassing on US soil or un-affectionately referred to as 
“wetbacks.”  Last year I was contacted through an email from a 
distant cousin and informed of the existence of the Loya family 

reunion in LA in summer 2009.  I ended up going alone and meeting a gazillion Loyas from Texas to LA 
and Oregon to Mexico...and some were caucasian or white people!  It turns out way back in the early 1500s 
my mother’s family “Loya” (see baie de Loya on Google) came from the country of Navarre, in northern 
Spain and southwest France.  It’s a long story...but they arrived in Texas and Mexico in the 1500s and 
remained French or “European” apart from the indigenous peoples of Mexico until the 20th century.  They 
were landowners (with a coat of arms) not uneducated field hands, they were somewhat wealthy and had 
political connections and then came to the US as political refugees fleeing Pancho Villa’s revolution in the 
early 20th century.  Mom was born an American! And so I am American!   

We are returning to France next summer 2011 after 15 years serving the Lord planting churches among the 
French people.  We will be working with others to make Jesus (Isa Al Massih) known to legal & illegal 
immigrant populations of North Africans in France and Europe. 

So where did your family come from? ...and where are you going? 

The end of the story is what my good friend says, “The greatest thing we can do to slow the building of 
mosques...is by proclaiming the gospel of Jesus Christ who is Lord over all.  Let them build their mosques, 
and we will build disciples of the nations.  Let them build their mosques and we will serve Him as He builds 
His church of all tribes and nations of the world. Let us love our enemies, love the foreigners in truth and 
love, liberty, and justice, for all.”  
 
Both of the texts apply in principle:  Leviticus 18:26 – But you must keep my decrees and my laws. The 
native-born and the aliens living among you must not do any of these detestable things and Leviticus 19:34 
– The alien living with you must be treated as one of your native-born.  Love him as yourself, for you were 
aliens in Egypt. I am the LORD your God.”

The two boys, Tim Eyschen and John Furnivall who travelled with me, enjoyed their time with the 
Switzerland folk.  This was a time we will not forget for a long time, and certainly want to come back again 
soon.  The boys and I went to a men’s BBQ at the church and enjoyed that.  We had the use of Pastor Wes’ 
car and drove down to St Augustine and went shopping.  That was a really good day, except that Tim left 
his credit card in the cash machine.  We tried later to retrieve the card but without success.  Driving the car 
was a bit of an experience as we in Australia drive on the other side of the road, and of course, the steering 
wheel is on the other side of the car as you would be accustomed to.  
 
The most memorable event was certainly the VBS.  I very much enjoyed those few days, especially the 
young people.  On that last night I was there, I was a couple of times moved to the point of tears – joy of 
course at the host of well wishes and kind words that came from not only the young people, but the leaders 
as well.  This was definitely the high point to my trip, one that holds a special place in my memory.

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Hosanna House 
 
We were blessed to have Hosanna House visit us on August 29.  The founders, Carol Lynne and Roger 
Gibson, were here along with the residents and staff.  Hosanna House is an inter-denominational Christian 
residential home for at-risk teenage girls, ages 13-17.  It is located on ten beautiful acres on the Westside of 
Jacksonville.  It provides a Christ-centered “city of refuge” from the pressures and outside influences that 
overwhelm many young girls today.  Hosanna House is a long-term discipling ministry, where the residents 
stay a minimum of fifteen months up to two years.  Its goal is to bring reconciliation and healing to these 
girls and their families through education, Biblical teaching, and spiritual guidance administered in a safe 
and loving home environment.  Our church has supported this ministry since the mid-90s.     
 
During their visit, the young ladies sang for us and one gave her personal testimony on how her life has 
been changed since coming to Hosanna House and accepting Christ.  After the morning services, a 
luncheon was held in their honor.  During the luncheon, there was a time of Q&A where the girls and staff 
answered many questions including what a typical day is like for the residents.   
 
Prior to their visit, Hosanna House had shared with us a list showing many of their needs.  A special thank-
you to the congregation of SCC who graciously brought in so many items on this list.  Hosanna House was 
overwhelmed by your generosity.  And your love offering will surely help with many more necessary 
items.

On July 26, our church hosted a dinner for Avi 
Mizrachi.  We have been supporters of him and his 
ministry since 2008.  It was indeed a blessing to see 
him again and to hear him talk about his ministry in 
Israel.  In the picture to the left, Avi is standing 
between Jim Rockenbach and Pastor Wes. 
 
For those of you who have not met Avi, he was born 
in Tel Aviv in a Jewish home.  After serving in the 
Israeli Air Force, he decided to visit his sister here in 
Florida in the early 80s.  He was the typical young 
Jewish Israeli with dreams of traveling the world.  He 

planned to explore America, visit Las Vegas and get rich, but the riches he found were of a more lasting 
kind!  When his sister, who had come to faith in Yeshua, invited him to attend a service at her church, he 
decided to go out of curiosity.  He was shocked by what he saw:  people who loved God, loved Israel and 
loved the Jewish people.  His heart was touched and he was provoked to jealousy.  Later, alone in his room, 
he gave his life to Yeshua and accepted him as Messiah and Lord.  In the same year, he also met and 
married his wife, Chaya, and they returned to Israel together. 
 
In 1985, God opened the door for them to study at Christ for the Nations Institute in Dallas, and after 
completing their studies they returned to Israel in 1987.  They have been in full-time ministry in Israel ever 
since.  Avi is a recognized leader in the land of Israel and an international conference speaker.  It is his 
heart’s desire to bring the Gospel to Israelis and to disciple them to become strong believers, rooted and 
grounded in the Word of God.   
 
Chaya helps Avi with the ministries of Adonai Roi Congregation and Dugit Outreach Centre.  She also 
raises their three girls who still live at home.  Chaya is involved in the pro-life movement in Israel where 
she has given post-abortion syndrome workshops that provide counseling and support to women who are 
suffering from the trauma that follows abortion.   
 
Avi and Chaya have four daughters and two grandchildren.
