“E.T. Phone Rome and the Real Aliens on Earth!!!” 
 
“Four hundred years after it locked up Galileo for challenging the view that the Earth was 
the center of the universe, the Vatican has called in experts to study the possibility of 
extraterrestrial alien life and its implication for the Catholic Church.”  This quote opened 
a story in the Jacksonville Times-Union recently. 
 
Jose Gabriel Funes, a Jesuit priest, who is astronomer and director of 
the Vatican Observatory says that the origins of life and whether life 
exists elsewhere in the universe are very suitable subjects and 
deserve careful investigation.  So the Catholic Church is looking for 
E.T. and whether he had anything to do with life on earth.  So, E.T. 
phone Rome if you get this message. 
 
Well, we could save Dr. Funes some time.  E.T. has already phoned in – a little over 2000 
years ago.  He did even better than that – He actually came to our doorstep as one of us.  
He did not look strange like the movie E.T.  In fact, the Bible says that “He had no beauty 
or majesty to attract us to him, nothing in his appearance that we should desire him.”  (Isa 
53:2)  He was just a regular looking guy.  Imagine that!  John tells us that “all things were 
made by Him and without Him was not anything made that was made” (John 1:2-3).  
Paul tells us in Colossians, that “He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over 
all creation. For by him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and 
invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by 
him and for him. He is before all things, and in him all things hold 
together.”  (Col 1:15-17)  That’s our E.T.  Yes, He did have 
something to do with life on earth, and He is still holding it all 
together.  Now that is Christmas truth worth unwrapping and 
presenting to the world. 
 
If that were not enough, Paul unveils that there are actually aliens on the earth, but it is 
not who we think.  Listen again, Col 1:21 “Once you were ����� ated from God and 
were enemies in your minds because of your evil behavior.”  So, ah ha, there are aliens 
on earth … and it is you.  You are the alien and it is because of your behavior.  But our 
E.T. did something about it:   



“But now he has reconciled you by Christ's physical body through death to present you 
holy in his sight, without blemish and free from accusation - if you continue in your faith, 
established and firm, not moved from the hope held out in the gospel. This is the gospel 
that you heard and that has been proclaimed to every creature under heaven” (Col 1:22-
23) … and again Paul explains how this happened … “and through him to reconcile to 
himself all things, whether things on earth or things in heaven, by making peace through 
his blood, shed on the cross.” (Col. 1:20)   
 
So, you are the alien, not E.T.  But our E.T. came to un-alienate us so we too can become 
E.T.’s in the life to come.  “E.T. come home!” 
 
Now the story becomes really strange, but that must be saved for another day.

Well … Thanksgiving is over and we have all had our share of turkey, stuffing, and other great 
things to eat.  However, as I think about the past week, I realize how little I am thankful for the 
things in my life.  Too often, I am not content, or not grateful for what the Lord has done for me.   
So, if you are like me, here are some things to remember to transition from just celebrating 
ThanksGiving once a year, to ThanksLiving everyday. 

1) Be Content: 

Hebrews 13:5 tells us that the secret to maintaining a grateful spirit is to be Content. To me, 
contentment has always carried the idea of being satisfied, of being at rest, like the proverbial 
cow chewing its cud; but, this is a verb, it denotes action. This word carries the idea of raising 
a barrier to ward off something. We must ward off things that foster discontent. 

2) Rest on God’s promises: 

God has promised that he will never leave us nor forsake us, and that he will provide our every 
need.  That realization of God’s care should dispel all our fears. The word fear, in Hebrews 
13:6 is the equivalent of our word phobia. Now, a phobia is not temporary fright. A phobia is 
a state of fear one lives in. The dictionary says it is an irrational fear; so for believers, man’s 
fear is irrational. 

3) Demonstrate your rest in God’s promises by lifestyle choices: 

There is a vast difference between contentment and complacence! Remember, contentment is 
active:  it’s accepting what God has given and using it for His glory. Complacence is passive:  
it’s the attitude of “whatever.” It gives the idea of not caring, or not being concerned. 
1Timothy 6:6 states that “ godliness with contentment is great gain.”  What are some practical 
things we can do to develop this quality of great value?  

4) Realize that all we have comes from God: 

Ultimately, all good and perfect gifts come from God … your job, your family, your house, 
your financial situation.  All of this comes from God, and by His grace, you are where you are.  
We should not get complacent and think that it is by our own efforts that we have molded our 
lives.  God has allowed us the privilege to have work, life, recreation, homes, families, 
thanksgiving celebrations, health … and He has allowed us to walk, see, taste, touch and hear.  
For many, these things we take for granted are not available to them anymore.  

I hope that in 2010, we all give thanks to God in our daily Thanksliving!

College Ministry Kick-off:  The Blueprint:   
 
We are excited to announce that the college ministry in Pamplona was birthed in our living room on Friday, 
October 2nd!  Eight Christ-following college students from both the public and private universities of  
Navarra joined us for a time of prayer, vision casting and fellowship.  Dom shared two key sections of 
Scripture as the foundation for the ministry.   
  
The first: Matthew 28:18-20, also known as the Great Commission gives the church (corporately and as 
individual members) the Lord Jesus Christ's final command until he returns... 1) Go and make 
disciples (evangelize) of all the nations (peoples), 2) baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the 
Son and of the Holy Spirit, 3) teaching those disciples to obey all that Christ commanded.   
  
The second: Acts 2:42-47, with an emphasis on verse 42 that says the early church was devoted to the 1) 
apostles' teaching (the Word), 2) to fellowship, 3) to the breaking of bread (the Lord's supper) and 4) to 
prayer.  Since we not only see ourselves forming a ministry, but all the more a campus church, it’s 
imperative that we begin to put into practice these basics that the early church lived out on a regular basis.   
  
On Thursday, we will begin to meet weekly at the small chapel on the Public university campus that we 
have permission to use.  Each week, we plan to rotate activities like Bible study, worship and prayer, 
sharing of testimonies, etc.  Also, throughout the week we plan to meet up as faros de oración or 
"lighthouses of prayer" with 2 or 3 people based on student schedules.   Please pray that our little band 
of believers of guys and gals will become a contagious loving community who will be able to bring the 
good news of Jesus to the 25,000 students in Pamplona and far beyond!

The Feast was bountiful and Pastor Bob reminded us of all the things we 
have to be thankful for even in the midst of troubled times. 
We ask you to pray for the families of the preschool.  We have two students facing serious 
surgery in this next month.  Pray for successful outcomes for each.  We have families who are 
separated by military deployments.
